CLAREMONT, NH--After a long and ardu-
ous journey, the search for a new school su-
perintendent has reached the final stages of
the process. On Friday, SAU Board Chair-
man David Putnam announced that “after a
careful vetting by the SAU #6 Advisory Su-
perintendent Search Committee and after a
series of interviews, four finalists from a field
of 20 Superintendent applicants have been
selected.”

The finalists are:

Dr. Middleton K. McGoodwin: As Super-
intendent of Schools in Marshfield, MA,
since 2005, McGoodwin serves a five-
member school committee and has over-
sight responsibility for curriculum, instruc-
tion, organizational and program develop-
ment, administration and management for
4800 students. Prior to his current role, he
served as assistant superintendent of
Marshfield with primary responsibilities in
curriculum, instruction and assessment.

McGoodwin has also served as middle
school principal in the Whitman Public
Schools in Massachusetts for over 20 years,
and he has taught earth science and math at
the middle school level. McGoodwin is ac-
tively involved in numerous professional and
civic organizations including the Boys and
Girls Club of Marshfield and the No Place for
Hate Commission. McGoodwin received his
